Abstract: Traditional copy is the book which is identical in content and form with the original one
which is the copy in cataloging sense. Recessive copy is the book which is identical in content but
different in form with the original one which is the copy in readers’requirement sense. According to
the principle of catalogue confirmation recessive copy should not be centrally described in one bib-
liographic recording but should be described separately from bibliographic recordings and establish
a connection between them in order to full disclose recessive copy and meet readers’ requirement.
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
